If you are paddling around the island, some of these items will be packed in your 
separate dry bag for that trip (see that list).  Otherwise, everything should be in a 
duffel bag (max 50 lb).  Bags will be piled together and tossed down human chains, so 
carry breakables with you.  Your bag should have your name and Troop 2 printed 
boldly on the outside (e.g., on duct tape) so it can be identified in the pile.
